Course Description:

Wittgensteins later philosophy has contributed to a reopening of the debate over the foundations of the social
sciences. The most substantial contribution so far is perhaps Peter Winch’s pioneering work, The Idea of a So-
cial Science, which has triggered off a good deal of commentary and criticism. The aim of this course is to
examine the main theses and arguments of this discussion in the hope of taking a step or two forward in the
understanding of the social and human sciences.

OF SOCIAL SCIENCE, Dubrovnik, 5—13 maja 1988

Intrygujacy fenomen, jakim jest dla niektérych filozofia Ludwiga
Wittgensteina z pbéinego etapu rozwoju jego my$li, jest przed-
miotem intensywnych dociekan w roéznych krajach i w Scistym zwigzku
z rOznymi dyscyplinami, prgdami i ruchami we wspblczesnej filozofii.
Filozofia jezyka, psychologia filozoficzna, filozofia kultury, metodologia
nauk humanistycznych to przyklady dyscyplin, dla ktorych idee Witt-
gensteina i Wincha, zyskaly sobie, w niektérych przynajmniej
orientacjach teoretycznych, centralne miejsce. Ponadto coraz wieksze zna-
czenie zyskujg sobie koncepcje pdéinego Wittgensteina w dzie-
dzininach usytuowanych poza tradycyjnie filozoficznym polem badaw-
czym, mianowicie w teorii literatury, wnoszgc nieco ozywczego ducha do
tych badan i przyczyniajac si¢ do rozwoju spokrewnionych z nig dyscy-
plin literaturoznawczych, jak na przyklad semantyki jezyka literackie-
go. Zarysowana réznorakos¢ w zastosowaniach filozofii Wittgenste-
ina S$wiadczy¢ moze o jej nosnosci teoretycznej, a z calg pewnoscig
Swiadezy o jej popularnoseci.

W pewnej mierze réznorakos$é ta znalazla sobie reprezentacje na fo-
rum dyskusyjnym odbywajacego si¢ w dniach 5—13 maja 1988 roku w
Inter-University Center of Postgraduate Studies w Dubrovniku, Jugo-
stawia, seminarium filozoficznego pod tytulem Wittgenstein and the Phi-
losophy of Culture: The Idea of Social Science.

Przede wszystkim jednak zostalo ono zainspirowane wolg podsumowa-
nia efektéw teoretycznych, jakie przyniosto przeniesienie idei Witt-
gensteina na teren metodologii badan spolecznych, dokonane przez
Petera Wincha, jak tez rozpoznanie mozliwosci ich rozwoju. Jak
glosi preambula do seminarium: PdéZna filozofia Wittgensteina wniosta
wielki wklad w odnowienie debaty nad podstawami nauk spolecznych.
Najwazniejszym jek dotqgd bodicem tej dyskusji jest zapewne pionierska
praca Petera Wincha The Idea of Social Sciene, kétra wywotala sporo
gloséw krytycznych i komentarzy. Celem seminarium jest zbadanie gléw-
nych tez i argumentéw podniesionych w tej dyskusji w nadziei, 2e uda
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sie nam posunaé o krok, lub moze dwa, na drodze ku lepszemu zrozu-
mieniu nauk spolecznych i humanistycznych.
